
 

How YMCA scholarships  work 

In 2009, we had a situation where a family had come to the 
YMCA for Child Care services and  were not able to utilize 

the state voucher system because of a freeze on all new 
State vouchers. This family had two children in need of care 
so the mother could continue to work. We asked the family 
to fill out a financial aid form and we were able to process 
the information right away. Two days later both children 

had access to our Child Care program. where they received 
a quality education and are developing the social skills 
needed. The total scholarship was $1,760  for 16 weeks. 

 
In 2009, we provided over $17,000 in scholarships to the 

Child Care  program.
